BUILDING ACCESS & ENTRY DOORS 
Work is underway to improve the building’s 
access systems. Stairwell door repairs and 
door closer replacements are in progress, and 
repairs to the main entrance doors have been 
scheduled and will be completed as soon as 
materials arrive. 
 
EXTERIOR & LANDSCAPING 
Landscape cleanup has recently been 
completed, and we are exploring additional 
improvements, including enhancements to the 
main entrance along Shoreline Drive. We are 
also working with vendors on a long-term bird 
management solution.

We want to keep you informed about the steps ownership and management are taking to enhance your 
experience as valued Tenants at One Shoreline Plaza. Our focus remains on safety, reliability, and creating a 

professional environment for you and your teams. Below is a summary of work currently underway. 
 

FIRE LIFE SAFETY 
Life safety remains our top priority. We’ve 
reviewed the fire alarm and sprinkler systems, 
and vendors are continuing repairs to address 
identified items and ensure everything is 
operating properly. 
 
HVAC 
We’ve engaged an HVAC consultant who is 
currently redesigning the building’s central 
cooling system. This work is an important step 
toward improving long-term performance and 
comfort throughout the building. 
 
ELEVATORS 
The elevator modernization project is 
underway, with four cabs currently under 
construction. Additional elevators will be 
upgraded as these are completed. 
 
PARKING GARAGE & BUILDING 
MAINTENANCE 
We have begun evaluating concrete repairs 
within the parking structure. We are addressing 
environmental items such as bird management 
and cleanup as well as bat guano removal. 
Ongoing janitorial and engineering services 
remain in place to support daily operations. We 
are also planning for upgraded lighting in the 
garage to enhance visibility and have started 
requesting proposals for this project.
